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Bible Characters
Lesson One: Noah
Introduction.  From the beginning of human history, mankind has often followed its own wicked imaginations.  In such times, the life and faithful obedience of those who resist this tendency and remain true to God serve as powerful examples to us of how to follow God in Christ.

I.  Noah’s Background.  
A.  Son of Lamech (Genesis 5:28-29).

1.  Ninth generation from Adam (Luke 3:36-38; I Chron. 1:1-4).

B.  Father of Ham, Shem, and Japheth (Genesis 5:32).

II.  The Flood.  
A.  God is displeased with mankind’s wickedness (Genesis 6:1-7).

1.  Noah is warned (Genesis 6:8-13).

2.  Noah is given instructions (Genesis 6:14-18).

B.  Noah’s obedience (Genesis 6:22).
1.  Noah was a “preacher of righteousness” (II Peter 2:5).

2.  The Spirit of Christ was in Noah (I Peter 1:10-11; 3:18-20).

C.  The nature of the flood.

1.  Duration and scope of the flood (Genesis 7:11-12; 7:17-19; 8:1-4; 8:13-14).

2.  Passengers on the ark (Genesis 7:1-3; 7:13-16).

D.  The end of the flood (Genesis 8:14-22).
1.  The reality of the flood (Genesis 9:19; 10:32).

2.  Jesus, Peter, and Isaiah all believed the flood was real (Matthew 24:36-39; II Peter 2:4-5; Isaiah 54:9).

III.  Noah’s Life after the Flood.
A.  Noah planted a vineyard (Genesis 9:20).

1.  Noah’s drunkenness (Genesis 9:21).

2.  Ham’s shame (Genesis 9:22-25).

3.  Blessings on Shem and Japheth (Genesis 9:26-27).

B.  Lived 350 years after the flood (Genesis 9:28).

1.  Died at the age of 950 (Genesis 9:29).

IV.  Lessons from Noah’s Life.  There are many lessons which the life of Noah can teach us today as Christians.
A.  Faithfulness to God in a wicked world (Genesis 6:5-8).
B.  God’s commands must be carefully followed (Genesis 6:22; 7:5; Hebrews 11:7).
C.  Noah’s salvation is a figure of baptism’s role in salvation (I Peter 3:18-22).  
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
